1.2 Intended use

Only use this appliance:

m For cleaning household tableware.

® |n private households and in enclosed spaces in a domestic en-
vironment.

= Up to an altitude of 2500 m above sea level.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged 8 or over and by
people who have reduced physical, sensory or mental abilities or
inadequate experience and/or knowledge, provided that they are
supervised or have been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.

Cleaning and user maintenance must not be performed by chil-
dren unless they are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away from the appliance
and power cable.

1.4 Safe installation

/A WARNING - Risk of injury!

Improper installation may cause injury.

» When installing and connecting the appliance, follow the instruc-
tions in the manual and installation instructions.
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/A WARNING - Risk of electric shock!

Incorrect installation is dangerous.

» Connect and operate the appliance only in accordance with the
specifications on the rating plate.

» Always use the supplied power cable for the new appliance.

» Connect the appliance to a power supply with alternating cur-
rent only via a properly installed socket with earthing.

» The protective conductor system of the domestic electrical in-
stallation must be properly installed.

» Never equip the appliance with an external switching device,
e.g. a timer or remote control.

» When the appliance is installed, the mains plug of the power
cord must be freely accessible. If free access is not possible, an
isolating switch must be integrated into the permanent electrical
installation according to the installation regulations.

» When installing the appliance, check that the power cable is not
trapped or damaged.

Cutting through the supply hose or immersing the Aqua-Stop

valve in water is dangerous.

» Never immerse the plastic housing in water. The plastic housing
on the supply hose contains an electric valve.

» Never cut through the supply hose. The supply hose contains
electric power cables.

A WARNING - Risk of fire!

It is dangerous to use an extended power cord and non-approved

adapters.

» Do not use extension cables or multiple socket strips.

» Only use adapters and power cords approved by the manufac-
turer.

» If the power cord is too short and a longer one is not available,
please contact an electrician to have the domestic installation
adapted.
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Contact between the appliance and installation lines may lead to a

defect in these lines, e.g. gas pipes and power lines. Gas from a

corroded gas pipe can ignite. A damaged power line can cause a

short circuit.

» Check that there is a distance of at least 5 cm between the ap-
pliance and installation lines.

Hinges move when opening and closing the appliance door and

can cause injury.

» If built-under or integrable appliances are not in a cavity so that
one side is accessible, the hinge area must be covered at the
side.

1.6 Damaged appliance

2.1 Safe installation

ATTENTION!

Improper installation of the appliance

» If the dishwasher is installed above
or below other domestic appli-
ances, follow the information on in-
stallation in combination with a
dishwasher in the installation in-
structions for the individual appli-
ances.

» If there is no information or if the
installation instructions do not in-
clude the relevant information, con-
tact the manufacturer of these ap-
pliances to check that the dish-
washer can be installed above or
below these appliances.

» If no information is available from
the manufacturer, the dishwasher
should not be installed above or
below such appliances.

» To ensure the safe operation of all
domestic appliances, continue fol-
lowing the installation instructions
for the dishwasher.

» Do not install the dishwasher un-
der a hob.

» Do not install the dishwasher near
heat sources, e.g. radiators, heat
storage tanks, ovens or other ap-
pliances that generate heat.

Contact between the appliance and

water pipes may lead to corrosion of

these pipes, possibly causing them
to leak.

» Check that there is a distance of at
least 5 cm between the appliance
and the water pipe. The pipes sup-
plied for the drinking water and
waste water connections are not
affected here.

2.2 Safe use

Detergent may damage the water

» Only fill the dispenser of the water
softening system with special dish-
washer salt.

Unsuitable cleaning agents may dam-

age the appliance.

» Do not use a steam cleaner.



» So as not to scratch the finish on
the appliance, do not use sponges
with a rough surface or abrasive
cleaning agents.

» To prevent corrosion, do not use
sponge cloths on dishwashers with
a stainless steel front or rinse such
cloths thoroughly several times be-
fore using them for the first time.

3 Childproof lock

The childproof lock lets you protect
children from possible hazards result-
ing from the appliance.

The appliance is equipped with an
electrical childproof lock.

If you have activated the childproof
lock, this means that automatic door
opening — Page 13 is deactivated.

3.1 Electric childproof lock

The electric childproof lock makes it
more difficult to open the appliance
door.

You can activate or deactivate the
electric childproof lock in the Basic
settings.

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4.3 Zeolith drying @

The appliance features a Zeolith con-
tainer. Zeolith drying lets you save
energy.

Zeolite is a mineral that can store
moisture and heat energy and then
release them again.

During dishwashing heat energy is
used to heat up the washing water
and dry the mineral.

During the drying phase moisture
from the interior of the dishwasher is
stored in the mineral and heat energy
is released. The heat energy is blown
out into the interior of the dishwasher
with dry air. This speeds up and im-
proves drying.

Zeolith drying therefore saves a great
deal of energy.

Tip: To avoid impairing Zeolith drying
performance, do not position table-
ware parts directly in front of the in-
take opening or the blow opening of
the Zeolith container.

Do not position heat-sensitive table-
ware parts directly in front of the blow
opening of the Zeolith container.

4.4 AquaSensor

The AquaSensor is an optical meas-
uring device (light barrier) which
measures the turbidity of the rinsing
water. You can save water with the
AquaSensor.

Use of the AquaSensor depends on
the programme. If the soiling level is
high, the rinsing water is drained off
and replaced with fresh water. If the
soiling level is lower, the rinsing wa-
ter is used in the next wash cycle, so
reducing water consumption by 3-6
litres. In the automatic programmes
the temperature and run time are ad-
ditionally adjusted to the level of soil-
ing.

4.5 Sensors

The sensors adjust the programme
seguence and strength in the auto-
matic programmes depending on the
level and type of soiling.

The sensor has different sensitivity
settings that can be changed in the
basic settings.

4.6 Eco drying

The appliance door opens automatic-
ally during the drying phase.

The programme has
ended when the display shows "Fin-
ished!".

If automatic door opening is deactiv-
ated, energy consumption increases
and the drying phase is usually
shortened.

To avoid damage to the appliance,
water with a hardness above 9 °E
must be softened.

13 Detergent

13.1 Suitable detergents

Only use detergents that are suitable
for dishwashers. Both separate and
combined detergents are suitable.
For optimum washing and drying res-
ults, use separate detergent, adding
Special salt » Page 30 and Rinse aid
— Page 32 separately.

Modern, powerful detergents mainly
use a low-alkaline formulation with
enzymes. Enzymes break down
starch and remove protein. Oxygen-
based bleaching agents are generally
used to remove coloured marks, e.g.
tea or ketchup.

Note: Follow the manufacturer's in-
structions for each detergent.

Tip: Suitable detergents are available
online via our website or from Cus-
tomer Service — Page 66.

Tabs

Tabs are suitable for all cleaning
functions and do not need to be
measured out.

With shorter programmes tabs some-
times do not dissolve entirely and
leave residues of detergent. This may
impair the cleaning effect.

Powder detergent

Powder detergent is recommended
for shorter programmes.

The dosage can be adjusted to the
level of soiling.

Liquid detergent

Liquid detergent works faster and is
recommended for shorter pro-
grammes without PreRinse.
Sometimes liquid detergent may leak
out despite the detergent dispenser
being closed. This is not a fault and
is non-critical if you remember the
following:
= Only choose a programme without
PreRinse.
®= Do not select timer programming
for starting the programme.

The dosage can be adjusted to the
level of soiling.

Separate detergents

Separate detergents are products
that do not contain components other
than detergent, e.g. powder deter-
gent or liquid detergent.

With powder and liquid detergent the
dosage can be individually adjusted
to the level of soiling of the table-
ware.
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For better washing and drying results
and to avoid damage to the appli-
ance, please additionally use Special
salt =~ Page 30 and Rinse aid

— Page 32.

Combined detergent

Besides conventional separate deter-
gents, a number of products are
available with additional functions.
These products contain not only de-
tergent but also rinse aid and salt re-
placement substances (3in1) and,
depending on the combination (4int,
5in1, ...), additional components such
as glass protection or stainless steel
cleaner.

According to the manufacturers,
combined detergents generally only
function up to a water hardness of
26 °E. With a water hardness above
26 °E you will need to add special
salt and rinse aid. For the best wash-
ing and drying results we recom-
mend using special salt and rinse aid
from a water hardness of 17 °E. If
you are using combined detergent,
the washing programme is adjusted
automatically to ensure the best pos-
sible washing and drying result.

13.2 Unsuitable detergents

Do not use detergent which could
cause damage to the appliance or
present a risk to health.

Hand washing-up liquid

Hand washing-up liquid can cause in-
creased frothing and damage the ap-
pliance.

Detergent containing chlorine

Chlorine residue on tableware may
present a risk to health.
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13.3 Information on deter-
gents

Follow the instructions on detergents

in everyday use.

m Detergents marked as "organic" or
"ecological" (environmentally
friendly) generally contain lower
levels of active agents or com-
pletely dispense with certain sub-
stances. The cleaning effect may
be restricted here.

m Set the rinse aid and the water
softening system to the separate
detergent or combined detergent
in use.

m According to the manufacturers,
combined detergents with salt re-
placement substances can only be
used up to a certain water hard-
ness, usually 26 °E, without
adding special salt. For the best
washing and drying results we re-
commend using special salt from a
water hardness of 17 °E.

®m To prevent sticking, only touch de-
tergents in a water-soluble pouch
with dry hands and only ever place
them in a dry detergent dispenser.

m Even if the rinse aid and special
salt refill indicators light up, wash-
ing programmes will run properly
with combined detergents.

m The function of rinse aid is limited
with combined detergents. You will
generally get better results using a
separate rinse aid.

m Use tablets with a special drying
performance.

13.4 Adding detergent

1. To open the detergent dispenser,
press the locking latch.

Powder or
liguid detergent will spread around
the washing tank and dissolve
there. Tablets will fall into the tablet
collecting tray and dissolve in the
right dosage. In order to ensure
that tablets can dissolve evenly, do
not place any other objects in the
tablet collecting tray.

Tip: If you use powder detergent and
select a program with pre-rinse, you

can also add a little detergent to the

interior door of the appliance.

14 Tableware

Only clean tableware that is suitable
for dishwashers.

Note: Decorated glassware and parts
made of aluminium or silver may
fade or discolour with dishwashing.
Delicate types of glass may turn
cloudy after a few washing cycles.
