6.1 Extendable shelf
In order to achieve an improved over-
view and to remove food more
quickly, pull out the extendable shelf.

6.2 Fruit and vegetable con-
tainer

Store fresh fruit and vegetables loose
in the fruit and vegetable container.
Cover any chopped fruit and veget-
ables, or store in air-tight packaging.
You can adjust the humidity in the
fruit and vegetable container via the
humidity controller on the partition
and a special seal.

The air humidity in the fruit and veget-
able container can be set according
to the type and amount of food to be
stored by turning the humidity con-
troller:

Turn to the left for low humidity 
when primarily storing fruit or if the
appliance is very full.
Turn to the middle for medium hu-
midity  for a mixed load.

Turn to the right for high humidity
 when primarily storing veget-

ables or when the appliance is not
very full.

Condensation may form in the fruit
and vegetable container depending
on the food and quantity stored.

Use original accessories. These have
been made especially for your appli-
ance.
