The warmest zone is at the very top
of the door.

Tip: Store food that does not spoil
easily in the warmest zone, e.g. hard
cheese and butter.

12 Cool-fresh compart-
ment

In the cool-fresh compartment, you
can keep fresh food fresh up to three
times longer than in the refrigerator
compartment.

The temperature in the coolfresh
compartment is kept at around 0 °C.
Storing food in the fresh compart-
ment retains the quality of the food
better. The low temperature and the
optimum moisture provide ideal stor-
age conditions for fresh food.
